To assist in the development and delivery of the Play for Life Creating Positive Playgrounds in Schools Program. The Playworker position will be predominantly school-based to deliver play provision and facilitate a rich play environment for students in primary schools across Victoria. This will involve planning and participating in a wide and varied range of play opportunities whilst simultaneously advocating the importance of play and demonstrating the skills of a playwork approach to school staff and parents.

Responsibilities

SUPPORT FOR CHILDREN

· To create an exciting and challenging at school play environment which will stimulate children and young people and contribute to their social, physical, intellectual and creative development. 

· To supervise and participate in a variety of play opportunities that utilise the Play for Life Pod and the physical school environment. 

· Provide equality of opportunity, inclusion and acceptance of all children.

· Promote positive values and attitudes with the play setting.

· Provide challenging play opportunities which balance the need for safety with the benefits of children experiencing risk in their play in accordance with Play for Life Risk Management Policy and Procedures.

· Involve children and young people in the decision-making and planning of play opportunities.

· Establish constructive relationships with children and young people and interact with them according to individual needs.

· Encourage the interaction and participation of all children and young people.

SUPPORT FOR  SCHOOL STAFF

· Establish constructive relationships with school staff and parents, sharing knowledge and understanding of the importance of children’s play, skills and approaches to facilitate children’s play with them.

· Encourage school staff and where possible, parents, to share an interest in play and the playground.

· Undertake audits and observations of the playground and complete the periodic Play Analysis to update the school on their play development progress.

SUPPORT FOR PLAY DEVELOPMENT ADVISOR

· Provide feedback to the Play Development Advisor in relation to playground assessments and playwork sessions.

· Attend and participate in relevant meetings as required.

· Participate in relevant training as required.
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
